Centre for Small State Studies

The Centre for Small State Studies has already
established itself as one of the most important
research centres focusing on small state studies.

The formation of a research centre in the field of
small state studies in 2001 was enthusiastically
received by both the public and private sector in
Iceland, as well as abroad.

The Centre has received several grants from
the European Union, the Nordic Council, and
the Nordic-Baltic Council. It has also received
support from both private and public enterprises
in Iceland.

The Centre organizes seminars and lectures in
Iceland and at international conferences. The
CSSSregularly arranges international conferences
on related topics, such as the conference held
in 2007 on market internationalization and the
source of wealth in small states.

Among them are books on the
subject of international politics at the beginning of
the 21stCentury, Iceland’s newroleininternational
relations, small states in international relations,
the departure of the US forces from Iceland, and
a collection of articles on the development of
the Icelandic foreign policy from 1991 to 2007.
Additionally, the Centre for Small State Studies
runs two reviewed publication series: occasional
papers reflecting researches that are complete
and working papers that give a shorter account of
research that may still be in process. A variety of
web publications are also planned.

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The Summer School

Since the year 2003, the Centre for Small State
Studies has run an annual intensive study
programme on Small States and European
Integration. This Summer School is a joint project
of several universities in Europe and is sponsored
by the EU’s Erasmus programme. For a three year
period from the summer of 2009, the focus of the
Summer School will be on security and small states
in Europe. The objective is to focus on solutions
that small states can find in theory and have used
in practice for their security arrangements. In the
European context, these include entering NATO
and/or the EU, and participating in OSCE and
sub-regional arrangements of various kinds. Both
external and internal aspects of security will be
covered and the applicability of concepts such as
functional and societal security will be explored

The course runs for two weeks and is open to
both Icelandic and international students. All
lectures are held in English. Renowned scholars
in the field of small state studies, from all over the
world, have taught at the summer school. This
course offers a unique opportunity for students to
tap the brains of experts in both security studies
and small states studies, and to familiarize
themselves with the most recent information
and research. From 2003 all the lectures of the
summer school have been recorded, allowing
access to them by a wider range of students at the
University of Iceland and Ul partner universities.
